Project Description:

The Uckfield Upskill Project was granted £110,000 of Small Rural Towns Funding over three years to furnish an Information Technology (IT) suite within the Wealden Skills Centre. The project has provided a fully equipped IT suite which is now able to provide IT courses for apprentices, local businesses and the community as a whole. The project contributes greatly to the development of skills for adults and has tackled priority agendas such as Inclusion, Life Long Learning and the development of business links.

The Wealden Skills Centre is the result of the strategic partnership involving the Wealden Skills Partnership, Uckfield Regeneration Partnership (URP), local businesses, the community and voluntary sector in the Wealden District of East Sussex. The success of partnership working was demonstrated in June 2006, when the project obtained regional recognition as the winner of the South East Regional Market Towns Award for Partnership and Strategic working.
